When are the required documents due?
All required documents (listed on the application overview page) must be received by July 22, 2009 in
order to be considered for the Summit.

When will | receive notification of my acceptance?
You will be contacted by July 29, 2009 whether or not you are accepted into the program.

What is required of me after | am accepted as a Summit participant?

You are responsible for paying $50 to cover a portion of the program expenses necessary to hold the
Summit. Our expectation is that you take what you learned from the Summit and begin to implement
methods of community education and engagement at various levels in your communities.

What expenses will $50 cover?
This fee will cover a two-night hotel stay (August 5th & 6th), five meals and transportation between
meetings. You will be responsible for any miscellaneous expenses during your travel.

Where will the Summit take place?
The Summit will take place in Los Angeles, CA.

When will the Summit be held?

Check-in will be on Wednesday, August 5 at 5:00 p.m. during which we will host an orientation dinner.
Hotel Check-out is Friday, August 7 at noon, but the program will end with Friday prayer at the Islamic
Center of Southern California at 2:00 p.m.

Where will | stay?
You will stay at a hotel in Los Angeles, CA (details pending). You will share a room with two or three
other participants.

How will | get around town?
MPAC will provide a bus to transport all participants to meetings.

On which days will we have our meetings?
Meetings will be scheduled all day on Thursday, August 6, through Friday, August 7.

With whom will | meet during the Summit?
MPAC has arranged meetings with several members of the City Hall & City Council, members of
Congress, as well as members of the news and entertainment industries.

Will I be able to attend jumu’ah prayer?
Yes, we will arrange for the group to attend jumu’ah prayer at the Islamic Center of Southern
California.
